2.
There will be a first, second, and third place award presented in each category.

3.
Schools may submit up to eight (8) projects but, can submit no more than two in any particular category.

4.
Each project submitted must be explained on a Project Report Form and can be accompanied by no more than five (5) pages of documentation, including pictures.

5.
Projects must be in a one half inch 3 ring binder or a 3-prong folder (sliding bar folders are not acceptable).  The school name and project category must be on the cover or visible if you have a clear cover.

6.
Projects shall be judged by a group of school district personnel and community leaders who are familiar with Honor Society programs and their goals and objectives.  There should be three (3) judges for each category and no person should judge more than one (1) category.

7.  
All projects entered must be packaged individually.  Judges will not take apart scrapbooks or binders to separate projects into categories

TROPHY PROJECT DEFINITIONS

1.
CITIZENSHIP/CHARACTER DEVELOPMENT- projects intended to foster better behavior, patriotism or the acceptance of citizenship responsibilities.  Projects designed to reduce absenteeism, provoke multi cultural understanding and voter’s registration drives are examples of this category.

2.
COMMUNITY SERVICE-any project, the intent of which is to benefit the community outside of the school.  Projects that benefit hospitals, Humane Societies, homes for abused children, or the environment are just a few included in this category.

3.
SCHOOL SERVICE-those projects intended to be of direct benefit to the school or student body.  School clean up or beautification, tutoring, orientation and new student buddy programs are examples that could fit in this category.

4.
FUND-RAISER-any project the major intent of which is to raise money for the operation of the chapter or for donation to a charity.

5.
MEMBERSHIP MOTIVATION-projects intended to motivate the members of the council or increase participation in the council.  Lock-ins, workshops, speakers and individualized slide shows are a few that may pertain.

The award is based on a point system, with points being awarded for participation in the BCNHS and the level of activity of the school chapter.

Points will be awarded in the following manner:

BROWARD COUNTY CHAPTER OF THE HONOR SOCIETY

GENERAL RULES

The following rules apply to all entries in individual and chapter competition at the BCCHS county convention:

1. Chapter competitions are open to any member of an Honor Society/Junior Honor Society Chapter that has paid their county dues.  Attendance at the BCCHS convention is NOT a prerequisite for participation.

2. All projects must have been completed within the past twelve (12) months.

3. Entries from the previous year’s BCCHS competition may not be re-entered.

4. A chapter may enter a total of eight (8) projects in the overall competition but can submit no more than two (2) projects in any given category.

5. Competitors must collect their entries at the end of the convention.  Competitors not in attendance at the convention should make arrangements for their entries to be collected, possibly by another school in the county.

ENTRIES NOT IN COMPLIANCE WITH THESE RULES WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.
